For each his own St. James' Way between 

Nuremberg and Constance. You are bound to 

experience something special – for the ’trial  

pilgrim’ who is seeking his own self and a  

travelling speed different from airplane noise 

and high-speed trains. Or for the people  

starting out on the long march taking them  

to the tomb of the Apostle St. James in the  

Spanish town of Santiago de Compostela.
